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Ho-Chunk Canoe Journey Highlights
Sacred Sites and History in Milwaukee

On June 5, members of the Ho-
Chunk Nation arrived by dugout
canoe at the Milwaukee County
Parks Riverboat Launch, completing
a four-day journey along ancestral
waterways.

The trip began in Green Bay and
traveled through Door County before
ending in Milwaukee, where tribal
members visited Lake Park to honor
ancestors buried at one of the city’s
last remaining Indigenous mounds.

The journey is part of an annual
tradition that began in 2022,
blending cultural revitalization with
public education. Participants have
previously paddled from Madison to
Beloit.

This year, tribal leaders invited
local officials, UWM researchers,
and community members to join
them in the canoe and learn about
their ties to the land and water.

“The dugout canoe journey is
more than a trip, it’s a cultural
reclamation,” said Ho-Chunk
Nation President Jon Greendeer in
a statement. “As we paddle these
waters, we carry the stories of our
ancestors, reconnect with the land
and lake, and invite others to learn

with us.”

The canoe itself was carved by Ho-
Chunk youth from a single cottonwood
trunk gifted by Dane County in 2018.
In recent years, archaeologists have
uncovered over 10 ancient canoes in
Lake Mendota, one dating back 4,500
years.

While in Milwaukee, tribal leaders
called attention to the mound in Lake
Park, which sits near a softball field
and overlooks Lake Michigan. It’s
estimated to be around 40 feet wide
and two feet high and was likely built

between 300 B.C. and A.D. 400 during
the Middle Woodland period.

Once, Milwaukee had thousands of
these mounds, but most were destroyed
by development. The mound’s plaque,
placed in 1910, was recently removed
because it encouraged visitors to walk
on the sacred site.

Now, tribal leaders are working with
local officials to find a better way to
protect it.

“We don’t have the jurisdiction
to protect the mound,” said Bill
Quackenbush, Ho-Chunk Nation Tribal

Historic Preservation Officer. “The
city, county, and historical society do.
We want to hold them to task.”

Though there’s some academic
debate over which tribes built the
mounds, Quackenbush said the
Ho-Chunk have always considered
the Milwaukee area part of their
homeland.

“Ancestrally, we have deep roots to
this location,” Quackenbush said. “We
recognize other tribes passed through
or lived here too, and we don’t deny
them that connection.”

Teejop Community History Public Art Project

The Madison Arts Commission
(MAC) is seeking artists to create
temporary outdoor public art
installations for the Teejop Community
History Public Art Project (TCHPAP)
during the Summer and Fall of 2026.

Selected artists will develop place-
based art that honors and illuminates
some of the rich cultural relationships
with Teejop (pronounced day-JOPE),
an area that now includes Madison.
Selected artists should be able to craft
installations designed to withstand
outdoor elements for a minimum of
three months.

This project aims to create public art
that will engage with locations, themes,
and learning intentions identified by
a local Ho-Chunk community group.
The group, facilitated by staff from the

University of Wisconsin-Madison, met
for many years to carefully consider the
locations and values included in this
project.

“In my opinion, this project has
been guided by a profound sense
love, respect, and responsibility,”
Omar Poler, an Indigenous Educator
Coordinator for UW-Madison, said.
“It’s a gift to our community that
encourages us all to learn about
Indigenous peoples, reflect, and
mindfully engage with the beautiful
place we all call home.”

Artists with meaningful connections
to Teejop and/or Indigenous art are
encouraged to apply. The selection
process will prioritize proposals that
meaningfully engage with the locations,
themes, and learning intentions

identified in the call for artists.

“This initiative represents an
important opportunity to bring together
artistic expression and historical
awareness in public places in Madison
that are important to many Ho-Chunk
people,” said Nick Pjevach, Chair of
the Madison Arts Commission. “We’re
excited to see how artists represent the
stories and themes identified in this call
for art.”

Project budgets range from $5,000
to $10,000, with initial applications
requiring only an indication of potential
funding level within this range.
Detailed budgets will be required only
for final proposals.

The Request for Qualifications opens
on June 1, 2025. The initial application
deadline is July 8, 2025, by 11:59pm.

The first review by MAC will take
place June 14, 2025, and selected
finalists will be notified in August.

An in-person orientation for finalists
will be held on August 22, 2025. The
exhibition period will run from August
1 to November 1, 2026.

In addition to books, the library hosts
cultural programming and creative
workshops. With support from the
Bureau of Indian Education’s Good
Life Grant, Falcon runs Indigenous
book and art clubs for Ho-Chunk
youth. Students receive books and
supplies by mail and meet over Zoom.

The library’s space also offers hands-
on classes in jingle dress sewing,
ribbon skirt design, and wool coat-
making.

“The community response has been
amazing,” Falcon said. “People have
been bringing in donations, books,
even furniture. But we still need
reliable funding. We’ve made huge
progress so far and we don’t want to
lose that.”

That progress is now at risk. In
March, President Donald Trump signed
an executive order directing federal
agencies to scale back operations,

including the Institute of Museum
and Library Services (IMLS), which
provided key startup funds to the
library.

Waagax Hakiruxara Hosto received
a $10,000 basic grant and a $140,000
enhancement grant in fiscal year 2024,
which supported early infrastructure,
book collections, and staffing.

“It’s kind of a wait-and-see thing
going on,” said Barbara Blackdeer-
Mackenzie, who has helped guide
the library’s development. “But
that doesn’t stop our programming.
We’re still hiring staff, buying books,
improving the space, but we’re doing
it with the hope that the reimbursement
will still come. And now, we’re not
sure it will.”

Quackenbush’s position is one of
several directly funded by the grant.
Without that funding, Falcon said, “We
wouldn’t have been able to hire our
assistant. And I need help. This is a

library that would normally have four

or stop.”

or five people working in it. I'm doing
four different jobs in one.”

The executive order has raised
concerns for tribal museums, archives,
and libraries across the country that
rely on IMLS funding for basic
operations and long-term planning.

In response, the library’s nonprofit
board, led by elder Janice Rice, began
advocating for the preservation of
IMLS.

Rice has sent letters to Senators
Tammy Baldwin and Ron Johnson, and
Representative Mark Pocan, urging
them to protect the agency. The board
is also seeking new partnerships and
alternative funding sources.

“Most of what we put into our
enhancement grant was about long-
term growth,” Blackdeer said.
“Digitization, connecting with other
libraries, content creation. If we lose
IMLS, those efforts slow down, stall,

The potential loss also affects Tribal
Libraries, Archives, and Museums
(TLAM) students from UW-Madison
who’ve contributed to the library’s
development.

“This library feels really
welcoming,” said Cedar Woodward,

a TLAM student who’s helped with
cataloging and support. “Tribal
libraries like this matter because they
offer access to knowledge and culture
in a space where people feel seen. Not
every public library does that.”

Despite the uncertainty, the work at
Waagax Hakiruxara Hosto continues.
New books still arrive, cultural events
are still held, and community members
still come through the doors.

“Sometimes people just come in to
sit,” Falcon said. “They’ve had a bad
day. They just want to be in a place that
feels like home. That’s what this library
